JOB SUMMARY: Operates water treatment plants, chemical feed equipment, SCADA system, and related pumping and storage equipment.  The successful candidate must be a self-motivated and responsible individual who is willing to work shifts, weekends, and holidays.  The current opening is for third shift, 11:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m., Tuesday through Saturday.
JOB DUTIES:

· Responsible for the complete operation of the water treatment plants with little direct supervision

· Assure the safety, quality and adequacy of water produced

· Operate all plant equipment and controls

· Monitor and adjust dosages of chemical feed equipment

· Receives, handles, and stores chemicals and other supplies

· Operates pumps, monitors storage tank levels and water quality in the distribution system through the use of a SCADA system

· Operate sludge presses and related equipment

· Monitors surveillance equipment and security systems

· May perform light maintenance as needed

· Performs basic housekeeping

· Other duties as assigned
